1. From YTAMF agreement with videographer

All capture of video images and sounds from YTAMF by Videographer is under the authority of the Company and the Producer. Any resulting audiovisual work is the property of the Producer.

Videographer Duties

The Videographer shall:

· Capture (record) video and audio of YTAMF performances as necessary to create the audiovisual works identified in this section

· Perform necessary editing and mixing of audio and video

· Deliver 10 copies of a DVD- and YouTube-quality video recording comprising a promotional “trailer” of 3-4 minutes in length

· Deliver 10 copies of a DVD- and YouTube quality video recording comprising a promotional “trailer” of approximately 10 minutes in length

· Deliver a 50 DVDs with a DVD-quality recording of the entire show

· Post the trailers to the YouTube locations designated by the Producer

· Deliver to the Company and/or the Producer 50 DVDs of recording of the entire show

Videographer may not recreate, reproduce, sell, transmit, or claim any intellectual property without the express written consent of the Producer, except that the Videographer may make incidental use of photographs, recordings and video clips as part of the Videographer’s portfolio, as long as the name of the musical and the Producer are identified in any such use.
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
